Secondary schooling is catered for by the new state-of-the-art Berwickshire High School in the nearby
town of Duns (approx 6 miles). It lies approximately 5 miles from the Al trunk road and Berwick-upon-Tweed
with its mainline railway station is approximately 9 miles away.
